Applicant Definitions
A CSD background applicant is someone who, by the program start date:

e Has orwill have completed a degree in Communication Sciences and Disorders (CSD), or
e Will have completed all required prerequisite coursework

A prerequisite applicant is someone who, by the program start date:

e Has orwill have a bachelor’s degree outside of CSD, and
e Will not complete some or all prerequisite coursework

Filtering for the Correct Master’s Programs

If You Are a CSD Background Applicant
Filter for both:

e Master’s Program - CSD Background Required and

e Master’s Program - Mixed Background (Background + Prerequisite Students)

If You Are a Prerequisite Applicant
Filter for either or both:

e Master’s Program - CSD Background Not Required (Prerequisite Entry)

e Master’s Program - Mixed Background (Background + Prerequisite Students)
